adhere to guidance ‘Contact between staff and students outside the usual work context’

Parents agree to:
e ensure students come to school on time
o account for absence or lateness by telephone or a note in the student planner  provide a
suitable place for extended learning at home
. check study planners regularly to ensure that extended learning is being recorded
o ensure students have correct uniform and equipment
. support the behaviour policy of the school actively
. actively support their child’s/children’s learning
. respect the professional judgement of staff
e show consideration for the safety of other children on the school site
e show consideration for the safety and well-being of staff



Students agree to:

be committed to their own learning

respect the learning needs of others

work with anyone else in group tasks when asked

ask for help and be prepared to wait for it

accept advice and guidance

follow instructions

dress correctly within the standards expected in the uniform guidelines

arrive on time and stay on site (unless they have a lunch pass)

behave sensibly, safely and considerately at all times, including to and from school
take care of the school environment, buildings, property and all their possessions
actively contribute to the development of the school

abide by the Behaviour Policy regarding electronic communications and e-safety
